The National FCE High School Age Essay Contest provides students with the opportunity 
to write about the essay  theme for the current year while learning a little about the FCE 
organization. It also provides students with the opportunity to earn award funds by 
winning or placing at the state and national level.  
 
The High School Essay Contest themes are the following for each year

• 2027: Responsibility 

• 2028: Fairness 

• 2029: Caring 

• 2030: Citizenship 

• 2031: Trustworthiness 

• 2032: Respect 

 
The rules and guidelines for the National, and State, FCE High School Age Essay Contest 
are as follows: 

• The Essay Contest is open to all young adults that will be of high school age on 
the date of the State contest deadline of March 1, 2027. (Ages may vary but 
usually, but not always, 13-19 years of age.) 

• The essay can be written at home, school, or other places that may be available.  

• The essay must be written by the applicant and not by parents, guardians, 
teachers, friends, or others. AI may be used but must be limited within 
reasonable boundaries. Too much AI may affect the scoring.  

• The Application Form must be filled out and signed by all necessary signers.  

• The Essay must be written about the current National FCE High School Age 
theme.  

• The Essay must be properly formatted with name, title, etc.  

• The Essay must be between 1,000 and 3,000 words.  

• Essays must be typed.

• Using the theme for the 2026 Contest (Responsibility), the writer of the Essay 
must discuss ideas and thoughts about the following: 

1. How did Responsibility affect our communities, at the local, state, national 
and world level, in the past?  

2. How does Responsibility affect our communities, at the local, state, 
national and world level, in the present?  

3. How will Responsibility affect our communities, at the local, state, national 
and world level, in the future?  

4. How does, and will, Responsibility, affect you personally now and in the 
future? 

 

Judging and Scoring of Contest 
 

• Judging will be on the following: 10% on the Application form, 80% on the 
Essay, and 10% on the FCE Knowledge Quiz.  

• A scoring guide and scoring rubric (included) will be used for the judging of the 
contest. Please read it over carefully for full details on scoring criteria.  

• Judging of all forms, FCE Quizzes, and Essays will be done by at least 3 people.  

• Judging of essays will be done on “content and feelings” of the essays and not by 
the various types of formatting of the essay.
